Let’s get Phygital with SLS

 To convert existing hardcopy resources or those in other formats (e.g. Word, 
Powerpoint, Google Docs, PDF) to use in SLS

 Some students might benefit from a print-first approach, especially younger 
children and those who might be easily distracted with devices

 As a fallback when there is no access to devices or Internet connectivity, but 
you still want to benefit from SLS pre- (e.g. Lesson Authoring) and post-
lesson (e.g. Data Capture) capabilities.

SLS offers various tools to enable Phygital Learning
 IMS Question and Test Interoperability (QTI) to digitalise hardcopy papers
 Google Integration to allow easy embedding of existing resources in other 

formats
 Download and print any SLS Lesson as a Print-Friendly Worksheet.

Teacher’s View in Lesson/Course Editor

If you have existing Word, Powerpoint, Google Docs, or PDF lesson resources, you can 
put them into a linked Google drive and embed them into an SLS lesson within a Text/
Media component.    

If you would like your students to work on the document, embed the Google link in a 
Free-Response Question (FRQ).  Students can even work collaboratively on the 
document if you put the FRQ in a Team Quiz.  

For those of you more familiar with OneNote, you can similarly embed a PDF scan of a 
physical worksheet through Google in an FRQ.  Students can draw directly on the 
scanned worksheet if they have touch devices and PDF drawing tools. Once submitted, 
you can print out the PDF to mark, or (more preferably) freehand mark the PDF using 
PDF drawing tools or third party annotation apps (e.g. Kami).

In cases where students have no access to devices or the Internet, or you prefer them 
to use hardcopy resources, you can print any SLS Lesson as a Print-Friendly Worksheet.    

This is particularly useful for previous assignments which you would like to reuse for 
remediation/revision and might not be able to supervise students closely in terms of 
device use.
